Power Up Gambia... 

The Power Up Gambia!  Project was introduced at the Parent's Asso-
ciation Meeting on November 6th. 
Power Up Gambia (PUG) is a philanthropic project initiated by 21-year 
old Chadds Fords native, Kathryn Cunningham. 
Kathryn is a pre-med student at Penn who spent a summer volunteering 
at a hospital in The Gambia. 
She soon realized that the relatively well-equipped 4-year old hospital 
didn't have running water or electricity 24 hours a day.  Imagine running 
a hospital without power or running water!  Kathryn returned to the 
States and started up PUG, with the help of some friends.  Their goal is 
to raise $300,000 to install solar panels at the hospital.   
 

Approximately 30 local schools are now supporting the project through a number of educational opportuni-
ties and Upland has already had Kathryn come speak to the students about the program.  Many classes in 
Upper School and Lower School will be participating in activities throughout the school year, including nu-
merous art, music and science projects.  Updates will be included in school email blasts.

     We are pleased to announce that we can provide access to your student's (Gr 4-9) current homework assign-
ments and attendance by using PowerSchool, our web based SIS (Student Information System).  While all teachers 
from grades four through nine have been asked to post homework assignments and attendance, teachers have been 
given the option of publishing grades. 
 
     Therefore, not all students' grades will be available; students should consult with their individual teachers to see 
what will be available.  As this is a new process to Upland, we appreciate your patience as we get used to the Power-
School capabilities and how we can best serve your children. 
 
Please note:  Any ―Final Grade Average‖ shown is a grade in progress only.  As new assignments are graded and 
entered the grade will fluctuate.  Only the grade at the end of the marking period, which appears on the report card, 
will remain in your child’s record. 
 
You will need the following information:

2. Your student's Confidential ID and Password will be 
mailed to you on November 1st.  The first homework 
assignments will be available on the evening of No-
vember 5th.

     Jeffrey Fralick, 11, and his sisters, Kelsie, 15, and 
Ceci, 7, are typical kids from southeastern 
Pennsylvania. Jeff and Kelsie play for traveling 
hockey clubs, while Ceci is an avid figure skater. 
Passionate hockey fans, they watch their favorite 
team, the Philadelphia Flyers, every chance they 
get. 
 
     In August, with summer winding 
down and the hockey season long 
over, the kids decided to open a 
lemonade stand and donate the 
proceeds to a charitable cause. 
Kelsie had learned about the AIDS 
pandemic at school, and after some 
online research the trio came across 
the Elizabeth Glaser Pediatric AIDS 
Foundation.  
 
      Compelled by the Foundation’s mission, they 
went to work, setting up their stand at the end of the 
road and selling lemonade for 25 cents per cup, or 
three cups for 50 cents. After two weeks the kids 
had raised $25 to donate to the Foundation. 

     With a promise from their parents, Mary Pat 
and Jeff, to match the final total, the kids wanted 
to do more. Jeffrey came up with the idea to sell 
old books to a used bookstore and found one that 
would buy each book for $3.50. That day, the 
three kids sold 31 books, increasing their total 

fundraising to $133. Jeffrey was 
able to sell a video game and 
book to a friend for $17, capping 
their fundraising at $150. The kids 
were able to donate $300 to help 
support the Foundation’s 
lifesaving programs. 
 
―AIDS has become such a 
problem in [the world].‖ wrote 
Jeffrey, Kelsi, and Ceci in a letter 

sent along with their donation. ―We would like you 
to accept our donation and hopefully it will bring 
you one step closer to finding a cure.‖
